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· If petitioning for an English waiver is part of your academic plan, you will receive a form which will give your permission to the English department to read your final paper from WRT312, the Final Writing Project. Please complete this form and return it to your academic advisor. This form will be kept in your student advising file.
· When you turn in the final draft of your Final Writing Project, your writing instructor will forward a copy of your paper to your academic advisor. Your advisor will fill out an English waiver petition for you, and those materials will then be forwarded to main campus where they will be evaluated by the English department.
· Your evaluated English waiver materials will be returned to you. If the evaluator asks for additional work, instructions will be included to help you revise your paper for resubmission.  
The English waiver process must be completed by the beginning of module five or you will need to fulfill your English requirement with a class or test.
